• Eastern Illinois returns 24 playres from their 2022 roster, 
including two Ohio Valley Conference Preseason first-team 
selections.

• Ryan Ignoffo returns for his senior season after earning All-
OVC First Team honors last spring. He was also selected to 
the Preseason First-Team this season at the utility position.

• Ignoffo had a team leading .395 batting average, which 
was also second in the OVC. He also lead EIU in hits 
(73), doubles (16), home runs (14), RBI (58) and slugging 
percentage (.708%).

• He led the team in multiple hit games with 22, was second 
in multiple RBI games with 13, and ended the year with a 37 
game streak of reaching base safely.

• In the NCAA, Ignoffo ranked 17th in batting average, 10th 
in hits per game with an average of 1.66, 28th in slugging 
percentage and 11th in RBI per game with a 1.32 average 
through 44 games.

• Chris Worcester was also selected to the OVC Preseason 
team after an impressive freshamn campaign at shortstop.

•  Last season, Worcester was named the OVC Freshman of 
the Year after hitting .320 in 40 games primarily at shortstop. 

• Worcester ended tthe season with 15 total games with 
multiple hits while also having the second most stolen bases 
on the team with 10.

• Lucas DiLuca held down the fort at second base after 
playing in all 53 games for the Panthers last season, the 
only returning Panther to do so. He was also selected to the 
OVC 2nd-Team.

• DiLuca was tied for 3rd on the team in batting average with 
a .320. He was second on the team in at-bats with 203 while
leading the team in runs scored with 50. DiLuca was 
frequently on-base for EIU as he posted a .440 obp which 
was second on the team and ninth in the OVC.

• Not only did DiLuca walked 33 time last year (2nd on team) 
he was hit by 11 pitches (2nd on the team). He also had a 
17-game hitting streak this season while also posting a 24 
game streak of reaching base safely.

• Logan Eickhoff was one of five returning Panthers to hit 
over .300 last season (.313). He also had the third most at-
bats on the team with 192.

• With speed to kill, Eickhoff collected 16 steals last season 
which was tied for 7th in the OVC and first on the EIU roster. 
He also lead the team with 22 attemtps.

• Newcomer Cade Zalewski is a transfer from Frank Phillips 
Junior College after earning All-Region honors.

• Zalewski appeared in 51 games last season while hitting 
.452 at the plate. In his lone season at Frank Phillips, he 
had 89 hits incluindg 27 doubles, four triples and eight home 
runs.

• Robby Taul is a Division I transfer from Winthrop. Taul was 
third on the team in batting average with a .296 after playing 
in 52 games.

• Taul collected 47 hits during his sophomore season at 
Winthrop including nine doubles and two home runs while 
driving in 25 RBI.

• Cole Gober looks to hold down third base for the Panthers 
this season after transferring from Oley Central College.

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• Gober becomes the third Panther (Ja’Lil Akbar and Nicholas 
Rucker) to have played at Olney Central before transferring 
to EIU.

• Appeared in 59 games last season with 219 at-bats. Gober 
hit .370 with 81 hits, 19 doubles, three triples and seven 
home runs.

• Lincoln Riley also returns for the Panthers as the starting 
centerfielder. Riley was lock down on defense posting a .988 
fielding percentage.

• Not only was Riley a ball magnet in CF but he also led 
the Panthers in on-base percentage. With a .467 OBP, Riley 
ranked fifth in the OVC.

• Riley made a habit of getting on base including being hit-
by-pitch 18 times last season. That ranked first in the OVC 
and was tied for 40th in the NCAA.

• Tyler Conklin will be in the starting rotation for the Panthers 
this season after an impressive freshman campaign that 
earned him All-OVC Freshman team honors.

• It marked the first time since 2019 that multiple freshman 
Panthers made the all-freshman team. Over 12 appearances 
last season, Conklin went 3-0 with a 4.80 ERA.

• In 30.0 innings of work, Conklin allowed 29 hits while 
allowing 19 runs score (16 earned). He also struck out 22 
opponents.

• Mac Hickman was also undefeated during the 2022 season 
after going a perfect 4-0. Primarily used as the midweek 
starter, Hickman posted a 5.73 ERA.

• Over 22.0 innings of work, Hickman allowed 18 hits and 

16 runs, 14 of them being earned. He also had 18 strikeouts 
to just nine walks.

• Ky Hampton looks to be in position for the Sunday starter 
for the Panthers during the 2023 season. Last season, 
Hampton posted a 1-1 record and a 7.08 ERA.

• Has a total of 16 starts in his career while posting a 5-2 
record during his 2021 season. He was 5-2 two seasons ago 
after throwing 69.2 innings.

• Zane Robbins is back on the mound as EIU’s closer for the 
second season in a row. Robbins was second in the OVC 
in saves with 11 and also ranked tied for 17th in the NCAA.

• He also finished 17 games for EIU which ranked sixth in the 
conference. He had the third lowest ERA for the Panthers 
with a 4.43 in 20.1 innings of work. His 1-1 record came in 
22 appearances while also allowing 19 hits, 10 runs scored 
and tossing 35 strikeouts to just 15 walks.

11-11.

• He appeared in 16 games last season making 10 starts on the mound for EIU. He finished 
the 2022 season with a 5-4 record tossing 52.2 innings.

• Malatestinic held a 6.32 ERA with 48 strikeouts and recorded at least four strikeouts in 
eight games.

• He posted a season high six strikeouts twice at Tarleton State (Feb. 27) and at UT Martin 
(Mar. 27). His longest start was during his first two outings of the season when they both 
went 6.0 innings (Feb. 18 at Little Rock / Feb. 27 at Tarleton State).
