INSIDE THE NUMBERS

 
Matt Bollant completed his second season going 11-18 overall with the 
Panthers. He joined EIU as the ninth head coach in program history 
following a five year stint as head coach at Illinois. In his first season 
with the Illini, Bollant led them to the post season for the first time in 
three years finishing with a winning Big Ten record for the first time in 
ten seasons. Before his time at Illinois, he was head coach at Green Bay. 
He guided the Phoenix to five straight Horizon League titles and had four 
straight trips to the NCAA tournament. While at Green Bay his record was 
148-19 overall and 85-5 in the HL. He was named Horizon League Coach 
of the Year four times. Bollant started his head coaching career at Bryan 
College in 2002. He led the Lady Lions to four straight NAIA tournaments. 
Bollant holds a 368-211 overall record as he enters his third season.

The Panthers are still in Nashville as they travel down the road from 
Tennessee State to Belmont. The Panthers are coming off a great victory 
that saw nearly all eligible players seeing time on the floor. Karle Pace 
continued to dominate the Tigers with 24 points in her third year facing 
them. Abby Wahl also scored 11 points and Lariah Washington snagged 
seven rebounds. Eastern were also menaces on defense, as they forced 
19 turnovers and had a team-total of nine steals on the day. The Panthers 
will look to ride the momentum of their first conference win against 
Belmont.

Belmont has been and will continue to be the team to beat in the OVC. 
Their 6-6 record is misleading, as they have played some very tough 
non-conference games, including games against Arkansas, Virginia 
Tech and Maryland. Ellie Harmeyer is one of the best players in the OVC, 
and is averaging a staggering 17.3 points and 10.8 rebounds per-game. 
Rebounds are a strong suit for the Bruins, as they are outrebounding 
opponents by 5.6 per-game. The Panthers will need to spread the floor, 
make shots and get off to a quick start to beat the reigning champs.

Belmont leads the series 7-4. The last time the teams faced off was Feb. 
21, 2019. Belmont won the game 98-57.
