Eastern lllinois women'’s basketball takes on another Ohio Valley Conference newcomer in the
Southern Indiana Screaming Eagles.

LAST GAME

EIU won their conference opener for the fifth straight year, defeating Lindenwood 75-62. Lariah
Washington led the way for the Panthers with 16 points on 7-of-14 shooting and six rebounds.
Macy McGlone added 14 points and six rebounds, while Morgan Litwiller scored a season-high
13 points and also added six rebounds. Taris Thornton scored 11 on 5-of-6 shooting.

SCOUTING SOUTHERN INDIANA

Southern Indiana is led by Rick Stein, who is coaching his 24th season at USI. The Screaming
Eagles are 7-5 in their first season in Division | and won their OVC opener 68-54 at home against
SEMO. Southern Indiana is led on the court by senior forward Hannah Haithcock, who averages
14.6 points per game, 5.3 rebounds per game, and 1.1 blocks per game. Junior Meredith Raley,
her teammate in the frontcourt, averages 14.4 points per game and 5.4 rebounds per game. In the
Screaming Eagle backcourt, sophomore guard Vanessa Shafford averages 13.2 points per game
and leads the team in both rebounds with 6.9 per game and assists with 2.5 per game. As a team,
USI leads the OVC with 70.9 points per game. The Screaming Eagles also lead the conference
in team 3-point FG% at .378, team rebounds per game with 38.6, and rebounding margin at 4.1.

SERIES HISTORY

Saturday will mark the third all-time meeting between the Panthers and the Screaming Eagles.
EIU has won both meetings in the series, winning on the road 58-56 in 1980-81 before winning
at home 91-53 a year later when US| was known as Indiana State-Evansville.

EASTERN ILLINOIS HEAD COACH MATT BOLLANT

Matt Bollant enters his sixth year as head coach of the Panthers. Bollant was hired as
the ninth head coach in EIU history on April 14, 2017. Bollant coached an EIU team that
ranked 24th in the nation in free throw percentage at 76.5 percent in 2020-21. In 2019-20,
he coached the team to 19 wins and a 4th place finish in the OVC standings, both marking
the best finish for EIU since 2012-13. Overall, he coached the team to plus 16 wins from
2018-20, the second-largest win turnaround in the NCAA in that span. Bollant has coached
three first-team all OVC selections in his time at EIU in Karle Pace, Abby Wahl, and Lariah
Washington. Bollant came to EIU following a five-year stint at lllinois. In his first season with
the lllini, Bollant led them to the post season for the first time in three years finishing with a
winning Big Ten record for the first time in ten seasons. Before his time at lllinois, he was
head coach at Green Bay. He guided the Phoenix to five straight Horizon League titles and
had four straight trips to the NCAA tournament. While at Green Bay his record was 148-19
overall and 85-5 in the Horizon League. He was named Horizon League Coach of the Year
four times. Entering the 2022-23 season, Bollant holds an overall record of 403-234 in 20
years of coaching. At EIU, he holds an overall record of 60-75 and an OVC record of 39-53.

WASHINGTON AND LITWILLER RECEIVE PRESEASON HONORS

Lariah Washington was named the Preseason Ohio Valley Conference Player of the Year for
the 2022-23 season. Washington, who was a first-team All-OVC selection a season ago and a
second-team All-OVC selection in 2020-21, started all 30 games for the Panthers a season ago
and averaged 15.6 points per game which led the team and ranked third in the conference for
the season. She scored in double figures in 27 out of 30 games and scored 20+ points seven
times, including a season high 26 points on 10-of-17 shooting at Austin Peay. Her 47.3 field
goal percentage ranked second in the conference, her 82.7 free throw percentage ranked fourth
in the conference, and her 467 total points on the season ranked fourth in the conference. She
recorded the fourth double-double of her career vs. Tennessee State with 20 points and 11
rebounds. She was also second on the team and tied for 21st in the OVC with 4.8 rebounds per
game and third on the team with two assists per game. Washington has accumulated quite the
collection of awards in her time at EIU, as she was named 1st team All-OVC following the
2021-22 season, 2nd team All-OVC following the 2020-21 season and was named 1st team
All-OVC and OVC freshman of the year following the 2019-20 season. She is the only player
in school history to be named OVC freshman of the year.

Litwiller was named to the Preseason All-OVC Team. She broke out as an offensive threat
in her first two season for the Panthers, a trend that she continued into her junior year. She
recorded her first career double-double with 13 points and 12 rebounds in EIU’s double-
overtime home win over Evansville. In EIU’s win at UT Martin, she tied a school record with
seven made threes and scored a career-high 28 points to lead the Panthers to their first road
win over UTM since January 24, 2009. Her 1.3 made 3-Pt FGs per game were tied for 12th
in the OVC.

« Lariah Washington currently averages 18.9 points per game, which leads the OVC and ranks 30th in the
nation. Her 1,404 career points rank 10th on EIU’s all-time scorers list. She is 30 points away from tying
Linda Ellsworth for 9th on the list. She is currently shooting the rock at a 48.6% clip, ranking 4th in the
OVC, and 84.9% from the free throw line, which leads the OVC. Along with scoring, Washington has been
efficient at distributing the ball, as she set a new career high with nine assists against Loyola Chicago and
her 3.6 assists per game rank 5th in the OVC. Washington leads the OVC and ranks 47th in the nation with
85 made field goals on the season. She has earned three OVC Player of the Week honors this season.

+ Senior Forward Morgan Litwiller broke out as an offensive threat in her freshman year, a trend that she

continued into her sophomore year as she increased her PPG average from 5.8 to 7.7. She continued to
make an impact in 2021-22, averaging 7.2 points per game, including an average of 1.4 three-pointers
per game. This season, she had a near-double double in EIU’s win at Western lllinois with 9 points and
9 rebounds and contributed four points and six rebounds at Valparaiso. She had her first double digit
game of the season at home against Loyola Chicago with 11 points and six rebounds, a statline that she
matched vs. Bradley. She also had 11 to lead the team at Minnesota. She scored a season-high 13 in EIU’s
OVC opener vs. Lindenwood. She leads the team in made three-pointers with 14 on the season. Her 5.4
rebounds per game are tied for 12th in the OVC.

» Miah Monahan takes over at the point for EIU this season following a freshman season in which she
averaged 3.6 points per game, 2.2 rebounds per game, and 1.4 assists per game while averaging 16
minutes per game and won one OVC Freshman of the Week honor. Through 12 games, she has proven
herself to be a proficient distributor, recording 55 assists, which ranks 3rd in the OVC. Her 4.6 assists
per game also rank 3rd the OVC. She has also boxed out effectively, as she is averaging 3.2 defensive
rebounds per game and 3.7 overall rebounds per game, making her one of the better rebounding guards
in the OVC.

+ Julia Bengtson emerged as a deadly sharpshooter a season ago, making nine starts and averaging 7
points per game while shooting 45.7% from the field and 34.6% from three-point range in a freshman
campaign that included two OVC Freshman of the Week honors. She scored 10 points in EIU’s win at
Western lllinois, including two three-pointers, and scored 11 points and hit 3 three-pointers in EIU’s win at
Valparaiso. She set a new career high with 5 assists in EIU’s win at Chicago State. Through 12 games, she
has 12 made three-pointers and her 1 made three-pointer per game is tied for 17th in the OVC.

« After missing much of last season, Jackie Maulucci has come back with a bang, as she has provided the
Panthers with a spark off the bench. She is averaging 3.9 points per game and currently shooting the rock
at a 37.5% clip. She set a new career high with 7 points at Chicago State and came off the bench to hit 2
threes in EIU’s home win over Lindenwood. Likewise, Haley Cameron has come off the bench to hit 8-of-
19 shots for this season. She tied her career high with 9 points at Chicago State.

* The Panthers found themselves ranked 23rd in the Collegelnsider.com Mid-Major Top 25 on November
29, and 24th a week later. This season marks their first appearance in the poll since February 2012.

* EIU adds three freshmen for the 2022-23 season. Lyric Johnson was a member of the Wisconsin Flight
Elite AAU squad and played her high school basketball under head coach Celeste Ratka, who played under
EIU head coach Matt Bollant when he was the head coach at Green Bay. She was named WBCA Division
| All-State as a senior after averaging 12.7 points, 5.1 rebounds, 2.6 assists and 3.5 steals per game. Ella
Lune was named lllinois Class 1A State Player of the Year as a senior after leading Brimfield HS to a IHSA
Class 1A State Championship. She averaged 19.5 points, 8.6 rebounds, 3.1 assists, 2.2 steals and 2.2
blocks per game as a senior. Originally from Miami, Sydney-James Desroches led Rossview High School
in Clarksville, Tenn. to their first Region Championship as team won Region 7-4A title. As a senior, she
averaged 15.5 points and 8.2 rebounds per game.

* Lyric Johnson scored 10 points on 5-of-7 shooting in EIU’s road win over Western lllinois. She led the
team with eight rebounds in EIU’s win at Valparaiso. and with nine rebounds in the win at Chicago State.
She is averaging 3.3 points per game and 4.4 rebounds per game. In her first career start at Milwaukee,
she scored four points and grabbed five rebounds.

« EIU adds three transfers for the 2022-23 season. Emily Meidel comes to EIU after spending two seasons
at Lincoln Land Community College where she was a two-time first-team NJCAA All-American. In 2021-
22, she averaged 17.2 points and 8.6 rebounds per game, shooting 47 percent from the field, 33 percent
from 3-point range and 76 percent from the free throw line as she led the team to its first-ever Mid-West
Athletic Conference title. Hannah Purcell comes to EIU after three seasons at DePaul. She appeared
in 22 games for the Blue Demons this past season. She scored a season-high seven points on 3-of-5
shooting in DePaul’s win over Northern lllinois to go along with four rebounds and three assists in 18
minutes. Macy McGlone comes to EIU after two seasons at Milwaukee. She appeared in all 30 games
for Milwaukee this past season, including one start. She scored 10 points and grabbed six rebounds in
Milwaukee’s season-opener at Ball State. She also scored 10 points on 5-of-7 shooting, grabbed eight
rebounds, and recorded four steals in Milwaukee’s game against Detroit Mercy. At 6’3", her length gives
EIU a major advantage in the paint.

» McGlone made her presence known immediately, scoring 24 points on 11-of-14 shooting and grabbing
12 rebounds in EIU’s exhibition win over Millikin. Meidel contributed with seven points on 3-of-5 shooting
in the win. Meidel currently averages 2.9 points per game in 10.5 minutes per game.

« In her first official action as a Panther, McGlone set new career highs in points with 11 and blocked shots
with four, and tied her career high in rebounds with eight in EIU’s win over UMSL. Her 1.3 blocks per
game average is tied for first in the OVC and her 7.1 rebounds per game rank second in the conference
while her 2.8 offensive rebounds per game lead the conference. She had the game of her career against
Loyola Chicago, scoring a career-high 23 points on 9-of-12 shooting and grabbing nine rebounds, helping
her earn OVC Newcomer of the Week honors for the week of Nov 14-20. McGlone scored 14 points on
a perfect 6-0f-6 shooting at Chicago State and had her first career double-double with 10 points and 10
rebounds vs. Wright State. She recorded 10 rebounds in EIU’s win at her former school, Milwaukee, and
11 rebounds vs. Central Michigan. She is shooting 53.4 percent for the season.

» Hannah Purcell also had a breakout game against Loyola Chicago, scoring nine points on a perfect
4-of-4 shooting from the field. She set a new season high with five rebounds at Chicago State, a total that
she matched against Wright State. She has served as a quality reserve post for the Panthers in 11 games
played, as she can box out for a rebound and has the ability to shoot it from anywhere in the half-court.
She is averaging 4 points per game in just under 14 minutes per game.

« After missing the first three games of the season, Taris Thornton made her presence known in her first
game back against Loyola Chicago. She finished with 8 points, all of which came in the 4th quarter, on
4-0f-5 shooting from the field to help EIU put the game on ice. She led the Panthers with a career-high 15
points on 6-of-10 shooting against Chicago State. She went 6-of-7 from the free throw line and scored 10
at Minnesota. She is currently averaging 6.6 points per game through 9 games played while averaging
13.5 minutes per game. She is shooting a team-high 55 percent for the season.

» The Panthers have done a great job at both sharing the rock and taking care of it this season, as their
14.2 turnovers per game are the 2nd fewest in the OVC and their 1.15 assist-turnover ratio is the best
in the conference and ranks 41st in the nation. The team’s 16.3 assists per game ranks 2nd in the OVC.

* The team has also crashed the glass much more effectively this season, as their 35.2 average combined
opponent rebounds are the 2nd-fewest in the OVC. The team’s 37.9 rebounds per game are 2nd in
the conference and their 25.8 defensive rebounds per game are also 2nd in the conference. Their 2.7
rebounding margin also ranks 2nd the conference.

* Defensively, the Panthers rank first in the OVC in FG percentage defense at 37.6%. On the flip side, the
Panthers lead the conference in FG percentage offense, with a shooting average of 44.1%.
